Who gets it?

About Pulmonary Embolism 
What is it? 
An embolism is a blood clot that breaks off from the wall of a vein and travels with the blood to 
other organs in the body. Pulmonary embolism is a blood clot that lodges in the lungs and blocks 
the lung arteries so the flow of blood to the lungs and heart is reduced. 

Who gets it? 
It is estimated that around over 150,000 Britons develop pulmonary embolism each year. Around 
10% of these people will die as a result.  

It can occur as a major complication of surgery, or in patients who are confined to bed, have 
cancer, severe varicose veins, phlebitis (inflammation of the wall of a vein), have suffered a recent 
heart attack or stroke, or have a chronic illness, such as congestive heart failure. Other factors that 
can increase the risk of blood clots include childbirth, obesity, a broken hip or leg, use of oral 
contraceptives, sickle cell anaemia, blood clotting disorders, chest trauma, certain congenital heart 
defects, sitting for long periods of time, and old age. 

What causes it? 
More than 90 percent of the blood clots that cause pulmonary embolism usually form in the deep 
veins of the legs, a condition called deep vein thrombosis.
